DRAFT PROPOSALS FOR UNITARY LOCAL GOVERNMENT IN NORFOLK & SUFFOLK
                                  Councillors Mr D Jones and Mr A Sapey have attended a series of meetings on the topic that were organised by various interested bodies.

Councillor D Jones outlined how the concept came into being - i.e Norwich and Ipswich wishing to become Unitary Authorities. This was initially refused by the Secretary of State who then instructed the Boundary Commission to investigate an alternative set up for each of the counties of Norfolk & Suffolk. He described the consultation process with relevant dates.

All councillors had previously received consultation documents and other paperwork describing the options to be considered. It has been stressed that the 'status quo' is not an option.

Borough Councillor Mr B Long spoke of the perceived reasons for the change and said that if the Boundary Commission's preferred option is adopted there will a huge reduction in the number of Councillors in Norfolk with each one having to represent a ward of between eight and ten thousand people and therefore needing paid staff. He said that it is proposed to replace District Council's with committees of representatives drawn from parish councils, local businesses and other unelected persons.

A list of reasons for Unitary Authority to be rejected was then drawn up. This will be circulated to all Members for further discussion and approval for submission to the Boundary Commission before the closing date of 26' September 2008.
