New Matters for Report

There was discussion regarding the terrible state of the roads throughout the parish with large potholes and crumbling verges.   The Chairman reported that Highways Teams were out and about doing what they could to repair the damage caused by the recent inclement weather.  He said that some work had already been done to parish roads, with more expected.   Councillor D Appleby handed a list to the Clerk of potholes that he had observed.  Highway’s attention will be drawn to those that have been missed when their work in the parish is done.

Verge Obstructions

It was reported that concrete bollards had been placed on the verge outside a property on Church Road and scaffold poles sunk in the grass outside a property on School Road.   The Highways Authority will be advised and asked to take appropriate action for the removal of these dangerous obstructions.

High Road, Islington

The hedge outside number 186 is again causing a nuisance by obstructing the footway and road signage.   It was agreed that a simple request to the householder will go ignored so the Clerk was asked to write stating that if the offending shrubs were not cut back the council would get it done and charge them.
