THE CRIME & DISORDER ACT S17 AND OTHER POLICE MATTERS 


Councillor D Jones, the S17 representative, gave a brief report on matters brought to his attention since the last meeting.  He advised members of the date and venue of the next CAG meeting.


Village Hall/Car Park Security

Members were informed that there had been more trouble in the car park lately.  Councillor D Jones produced information and prices on various levels of CCTV equipment.  After due consideration had been given it was agreed that the preferred equipment would cost in the region of £5100, installed by approved installers with on-going maintenance costs of £89.00 per year.   He told members that the Village Committee was seriously considering the advice from the police to fence and gate the car park.  If they decided to proceed the cost would be met from their own funds.

It was proposed by Councillor A Sapey, seconded by Councillor R Jaggers and agreed nem.con to fund the installation of CCTV cameras up to a maximum cost of £5500.00.  There was some discussion on whether a PWB loan could be obtained but after considering the pros and cons it was agreed to meet the cost from the council’s reserve funds using S31 (1) authority.  Councillor D Jones was asked to arrange for installation ASAP.

Norfolk Police Authority Budget Consultation 

Members were reminded that the consultation meeting was arranged for Thursday 24th January 2008 at Wymondham, commencing at 7.00pm.  The Chairman summarised the proposals for the 2008/2009 financial year.   Having read a letter from the NPA outlining the proposals the council decided not to support the NPA increasing Council Tax by  £15.00 for the year.
