MISCELLANEOUS CORRESPONDENCE RECEIVED



The following was dealt with at the meeting:

· The Chairman read out a letter he had received from the Clerk who wished to terminate her post at the end of November.   The Clerk reported that the post had already been advertised through the County Association and two applications received.   Arrangements to interview to be agreed.

· Dog Waste Bins.  The Chairman reported that he had received a complaint the bin on School Road were continually overflowing because it seemed that people were driving past and depositing bags of waste in the bin or on the ground beside it that had been collected from elsewhere.   The matter was discussed at length and it was suggested that a notice at each bin warning of the penalties for fly-tipping might have some success.
· A councillor asked how often the SNAP meetings took place.  He explained he wished to know because children were riding bicycles around the parish without lights.    Councillor D Jones agreed to report the matter to the SNT.
· Proposed new Waste Recycling Plant – correspondence from a local consultative calling on NCC to withdraw certain incorrect information was circulated.  This was noted.

· Local Pharmacy Arrangements – a copy of a letter from Key Chemist in Terrington St Clement was distributed to each Member.   The letter outlined the service they would be prepared to offer patients of the St Johns Surgery once the pharmacy there closed at the end of October.  There was much discussion about the difficulties that were likely to arise due to the closure.   The Chairman reported that he had made efforts to involve Elizabeth Truss MP and the PCC but it was apparent that little had been done to save the facility.  It was agreed to ask the MP to visit the parish as soon as possible to speak with parish councillors representing the area affected.
· Community Services Directory – survey from Norfolk Disability Information Service regarding village facilities was completed.
· Home Fire risks Checks – information published on parish notice boards and website.
· Big Society Survey – copies distributed for completion.
