223.  Apologies & Reasons for Absence

223.1.   Cllr Hearn gave apologies at the last meeting for arriving late due to work commitments.
224.  Declarations of Interest

224.1.  There were no declarations of interest.
225.  Minutes

225.1.  The minutes of the 10th January were agreed and signed by the Chairman as a true record.
226.  Reports.

226.1.  Police Report – There were two items reported which both happened in Tilney St Lawrence.  They involved theft of scrap vehicle and theft of heating oil.  There appears to be some discrepancy with the figures that are publicised on the website and the report given by the Community Support Team.  
Norfolk County Council is not happy that a campervan that is parked on the highway has not been made to move by the police.  Jon Barnard of the Highways department has been in touch with the local constabulary and has told them that it needs to be moved.  An update report will be given at the next meeting.
226.2.  Parish Councillor Report – The Chairman reported that the meeting to discuss the planning permission for the doctors surgery was cancelled as the application was withdrawn.  The PCT went planning officers to request it be withdrawn until the outcome of the original doctor’s surgery proposal is known.  It was said that it is not likely that a compulsory purchase order could be made.  There is a 10 year lease offer on the table subject to an extension of 5 years.  It was also reported that the phone lines for the surgery have finally been sorted out; there are 12 phone lines available.  
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226.3.  Footway Lights - Footway light no: 17, not working – this was reported prior to the meeting.  The Clerk was asked to check that number 31 on Church Road has been reported.
226.4.  Village Hall Report – The request to have 2 spare keys for the gate will be chased up at the village hall meeting next week.  They have been informed that their annual grant has been reduced to £1500.  They were told that this was to help keep the precept figure at the current rate, which was fully understood by the committee.  There is to be a new person taking over the accounts but this will be reported fully at the Annual Parish Meeting.

226.5.  School Governor Report – This item will no longer be on the agenda as the school governor role has changed to include a Federation of 3 schools in the area not just Tilney St Lawrence.

Cllr Hearn arrived at this point in the meeting.

227.  Finance

227.1.  Correspondence was received relating to the timescale of invoices from the Borough.  This is notification that in future the Borough will invoice Parish Councils on an annual basis in arrears for the emptying of dog waste bins.  In April an invoice for Jan – March of this year will be received and an invoice will not be received until April 2012 for the previous year.

228.  Planning

228.1  There were no late planning decisions received.
	
	


228.2. To receive late Planning Applications. 

11/00108/EXF – Extension of time for the implementation of planning permission reference: 07/02582/F, construction of eco-dwelling – Land North of 67a, School Road.

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228.3.  Planning Enforcement & property on High Road – This concerns the complaint about the camper van.  The planning dept. has said that because it is parked on the highway it does not fall under their remit of planning enforcement.
228.4.  Cllr Sapey and Cllr Cullen attended a planning training event held by the Borough Council.  The main issues surrounded the Localism Bill and how it will affect planning.  Here are the main points: -

	1.  The abolishment of Regional Strategies
	2.  Proposal to make planning clearer, more democratic and effective.

	3.  Part power away from Whitehall and Town Hall down to local communities
	4.  Abolish Regional Spatial Strategies and Infrastructure Commission.

	5.  Restricting role of Planning Inspectorate to plan making.
	6.  New Neighbourhood Development plan to allow neighbourhood (i.e. parish council) to say where new development should be, what the new development should look like, ability to grant full or outline planning permission for homes or businesses (in line with National Policy) could lead to local referendum. 

	7.  Requirement for developers to consult local communities before submitting planning application.
	8.  Local authority will start charging for pre-planning advice for developers and a possible 20% charge application fee.  Those charges will be publicised in March.


228.5.  Cllr Hearn reported that she had attended the recent meeting for the proposed Willows Recycling Facility.  She brought to the meeting some information leaflets that was provided.
229.  Additions to the Council’s website.
229.1.  There was a short discussion and it was thought a good idea for Cllr Sapey to do a short paragraph on the Localism planning event for the website.  A discussion took place regarding the amount of minutes and agendas on the website.  
It was agreed for the Clerk to contact the webmasters to find out how easy it would be to download a number of minutes & agendas to an external hard drive.  It was agreed for the Clerk to obtain prices for external hard drives for the next meeting.  It was also agreed to add the contact details of the Dr Punsfer’s Fund.

230.  Quality Council Status 
230.1.  This was discussed at the Clerk’s interview that this is something that the Council would like to do.  There followed a discussion on the merits of obtaining the status and the financial implications of submitting an application.
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It was agreed for the Clerk to provide a report at the next meeting detailing what the council are already doing and what they will need to do to obtain Quality Council Status.
231.  General correspondence.

231.1.  Correspondence was received from the Royal British Legion regarding the Great Poppy Party Weekend.  The RBL are encouraging parish councils to organise a poppy party during the 10th – 12th June 2011 celebrations to celebrate the Legions 90th birthday.  It was reported that the Downham Branch of the Royal British Legion are hoping to have a stall at the Gala Day.

231.2.  It was recorded that a copy of the Clerks & Councils Direct newsletter was received.

231.3.  It was recorded that a copy of the Clerk magazine was received.

231.4.  It was recorded that a copy of the Norfolk Link Magazine was received which covers subjects such as: - Localism Bill, HR Requirements, Data Protection, Elections, Safety Camera Partnership, Home Shield, Census 2011, Broadband Update, Scamnesty & Training.

231.5.  Details of a training event by Norfolk ALC – End of Year Accounts were received.
231.6.  Details of a Coffee & Chat Invitation organised by Norfolk ALC was received.
232.  Borough Council of KL & WN issues.

232.1.  There was no correspondence received.
232.2.  It was reported that there has been some fly tipping by the Old New Inn near the A47 flyover.  The Clerk will report this to the Borough.
233.  Norfolk County Council issues.

233.1.  Details of a consultation being carried out for Norfolk's 3rd Local Transport Plan were received.  All documents are available on the NCC website for more information.
233.2.  It was decided at the last meeting to request to place Church Road onto the gritting route has been turned down.  NCC says that their preferred route is on New Road and would encourage the public to use this road.

233.3.  Part night lighting - The proposal is to switch off street lights owned by N.C.C. between midnight and 5am (1am-6am in British Summer Time).  The streets in the parish that would be affected are: - Aylmer Drive, Punsfer Way and Stallett Way.  There followed a discussion and the security of households in these areas was highlighted.
It was agreed for the Clerk to request that NCC only switch off 50% of the lights that are proposed, possibly every other one.
