208.  Apologies & Reasons for Absence

208.1.  Cllr Appleby.  
209.  Co-option of Councillor

209.1.  Mrs Emmajean Hearn attended the meeting to put her name forward for co-option to the Council.  Cllr Ayres proposed for Mrs Hearn to become a Parish Councillor.

It was unanimously agreed for Mrs Emmajean Hearn to be co-opted onto Tilney St Lawrence Parish Council.

210.  Declarations of Interest

210.1.  There were no declarations of interest.
211.  Minutes

211.1.  The minutes of the 6th December 2010 – amendment – page 37, item 197.2, second line should read Cllr Jaggers and not Cllr Cullen.  Subject to this amendment the minutes were agreed and signed by the Chairman as a true record.
212.  Reports.

212.1.  Police Report – There was no representative of Norfolk constabulary at this meeting.  Cllr Jones reported that the crimes from 1st December to date total three but there were no crimes reported in Islington.  This involved a vehicle being taken without consent and actual bodily harm.  The major problem at the moment is the theft of oil from properties. 
At the last meeting it was reported that a camper van was causing an obstruction on the corner of a road.  The police had been contacted but in their opinion it was not causing an obstruction.  They did however; establish that no one was living in it.  The Highways dept. has been contacted as it is parked on the highway, an inspection will be carried out.  The Clerk reported that this issue was also passed to the planning authority following last month’s meeting.
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212.2.  County Councillor Report – No report.
212.3.  Borough Councillor Report – The doctor’s surgery meeting took place in King’s Lynn last Thursday.  The doctors are open to leasing the building but not the selling of it.  The PCT have gone away to discuss it.  The terms of the lease are not known yet.  The Borough has already approved the planning application that went to Development Control.  It has to be a proper surgery for this ward, there is no long term possibility on that site.  It was reported that there is a big pot hole in the entrance of the doctor’s surgery, Fiona Reynolds has been notified.  There has been concerns raised concerning patients using the Woolpack car park rather than using the surgery car park, no parking signs have been put up as a result of complaints received from residents.
The preferred bidders for the recycling centre proposed for King’s Lynn are putting on a shuttle service for parishes to attend a meeting but they have missed out Tilney St Lawrence and Tilney Cum Islington.  This has been brought to their attention and will be coming back to Cllr Ayres when this has been rectified.

212.4.  Parish Councillor Report – No report given.

212.5.  Footway lights outages – It was reported that No6 on Church Road is a day burner.  The light against the bus shelter in St John’s Road has the panel missing which is showing the wires.
212.6.  Footpaths – No report.

212.7.  Village Hall Committee representatives report – The new gates are being fitted soon, they will be locked at dusk.  Cllr Ayres again requested a key for the gates, the Village Hall is the refuge point in case of an emergency and the co-ordinators would need access.  Cllr Jones reported that he has requested this twice now, he will chase this up.


212.8   School Governor representatives report – No report.


212.9.  William Day Centre representatives report and trees officers report – The new Treasurer is the Clerk and a new Trustee is Christine Ayres.  The part-time carer Pat Cole retired as Christmas after 6 years of service; she has been replaced by Tracey Colllins.  The Trustees are expecting cuts all around from Norfolk County Council.  It is likely the Meals on Wheels service in part is likely to go.  The Christmas raffle raised £183 which will go in the amenities budget.
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212.10.  Chairman’s Correspondence – A letter was received and read out to the Council from Margaret Sawyer thanking the Council for her retirement gift.
213.  Finance
213.1.   Membership to the SLCC – The cost to Tilney for a year’s membership is £37.75 as the Clerk has split the cost with her 3 other parishes.


It was agreed to pay £37.75 towards the cost of SLCC membership for 2011.

The accounts for January were agreed as listed.
213.3.  Budget of 2011/2012 – It was reported that a working party of the Council met to discuss the budget proposals for the next financial year.  Cllr Sapey proposed for the precept requirement remains the same as the current year.
It was unanimously agreed that the precept for 2011/2012 will be £19,500, the same as the current year.
213.4.  Signatories of Council’s bank accounts – The Clerk asked the Council if they wished for her to become a signatory of the Council’s bank accounts.
It was agreed at the current time the Clerk to be a correspondent on the account only.

214.  Planning 
214.1.  Application for Scoping Opinion: Willows Business Park, Saddlebow. – This Scoping Report seeks to describe the proposed development, identify any potential impacts that might be involved, and explain the methodology used to ensure that all relevant potential environmental impacts are considered.

The report sets out:

· Preliminary details of the proposed Willows centre

· Details of the site and its surrounding
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· Details of the proposed content of the EIA following initial consideration of the relevant potential environmental issues.

It was agreed that there is no comment from the Council on this issue.

214.2.  Late Planning Decisions – There was no late decisions received.

214.3.  Planning Applications – One late application was received:- 

	10/02130/EXO – Extension of time for the implementation of a Planning Permission reference 07/01453/O – Outline application – Construction of detached single storey dwelling at Land NE of 13 Westfields.

It was agreed to have NO OBJECTION on this planning application.


214.4.  Report re: Planning Enforcement & property on High Road – The Clerk received notification that an officer from the Borough will carry out an inspection and report back to the Parish Council of its findings.

214.5.  Receipt of e-mail re: Planning Annual Monitoring Report  - The Clerk has not printed this off as it is around 35 pages long, if any Councillor wishes to see it to inform the Clerk and she will e-mail it to them.

215.  Council’s Standing Orders 
215.1.  This was placed on the agenda before the Clerk found the copy in the paperwork.  The last time the Standing Orders were reviewed was in 2007.  The Clerk recommends that this is done on a yearly basis – this year could be done after the election.

It was agreed for the Standing Orders to be placed on the May agenda for it to be reviewed.

216.  Dates for Meetings
216.1.  The Clerk supplied each Councillor a list of all the dates of the meetings.  The Annual Parish meeting will take place in March and the Annual Council Meeting in May.

217.  Additions to the Council’s website 
217.1.  The website masters have asked if you could look at the prospect of putting more information on the Council website.


It was agreed to place this item on the next agenda for discussion.

218.  General correspondence.

218.1. A copy of the Norfolk Link newsletter, this is for information only.
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218.2  Details of Community Led Design Training Event – The Glass-House community led design team believe local people should inform and lead on design in their local areas.  They are offering a free workshop to enable parishes to more effectively participate in and lead on open space projects.
It was agreed that the Village Hall Committee to be asked if they would like to attend on behalf of the Council.

218.3.  A copy of the Norfolk RCC newsletter, for information only.
218.4.  Guidance re: To Grit or Not To Grit.1 – Guidance was received from a parish council insurance company on what to do in the event of snow & ice.  There is also guidance from NALC and Norfolk County Council.

218.5.  Late correspondence was been receive regarding The Queen’s 2012 Diamond Jubilee.  It is looking for nominations of towns in the area to receive City status – the closing date is the 27th May.  There were no nominations.
219.  Borough Council of KL & WN issues.

217.1.  Report re: Environmental Health & property on St Johns Road – The issue of rubbish in the property’s garden was reported to the Borough.  As yet no feedback has been received; the Clerk will chase this up and report back at the next meeting.

217.2.  Correspondence re: Casual Vacancy – Official notification has been received that no request has been made to hold an election.  It is now the duty of the Parish Council to fill this vacancy.

217.3.  Correspondence re: Mini Service Review-Parish Council Elections – The Borough has determined that it will proceed with the proposed change to the cost of elections.  Parish Councils will be charged the full cost of organising and running all Parish elections.  Where elections are held on the same day as other elections the costs will be shared on an equitable basis.  The Borough will issue an itemised bill to Parish Councils where elections are held, once all of the costs have been disbursed but this will not be payable until the April of the following financial year.

217.4.  Nomination for the Mayor’s Civic Award – There was a short discussion and a name was put forward.
It was agreed for Cllr Cullen to look into this further and submit the application if the nominated person fits the criteria.
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220. Norfolk County Council issues.

220.1.  Provision of grit bins – A discussion took place regarding this issue and a number of possible sites for grit bins was put forward.  Any new bin locations would be subject to a licence being obtained from the County Council.
It was unanimously agreed subject to the approval of the County Council 3 bins would be placed, 1) The Circus, Limes Estate and near the Noticeboard.

220.2.  Gritting routes for 2011 – A map was received showing the gritting routes for the County.  A discussion followed concerning additions to the gritting route which are as follows:-

· Church Road – it has no footpath and is on a bus route

· High Bridge from Thorntons Bridge – this is a school bus route.

It was agreed to contact Norfolk County Council requesting they put both of the above mentioned roads onto the gritting route.

220.3.  Correspondence re: Temporary Road Closures –This is information relating to the closing of roads if you wish to hold events.  This will no longer be free of charge, groups will be charged for the costs incurred in future.

220.4.  Correspondence re: Public Footpath Diversion Order – An application has been received detailing the path to be extinguished and the new one to be created.  It is informing the Council that it is considering making the Order and invites any queries if you have any.  There was concern regarding the direction of the new path.
The Clerk was instructed to forward this information to Cllr Appleby to clarify the map and locations of the footpath

220.5.  Highway issues – There was concern shown regarding the number of vehicles that are parking on the corner near the village shop.
