i) 08/00145/F – 103 Magdalen Road  - extension to dwelling to create self-contained annexe – application supported

ii) 08/00358/CU – Eastfield Farm, Chapel Road, Tilney Fen End – change of use of former fruit processing facility to HGV transport yard operation and parking for 10 articulated trailers and units - parish council strongly object because the road is narrow and in poor condition.  The access routes involve passing through a 7.5tonne weight limit.  Also involves passing through Tilney-cum-Islington village High Road which is narrow and badly maintained.   Alternative route passes Tilney St Lawrence school where road is narrow and already verges and footway are being over-run.
