2 Spice Chase – members were advised that the derelict barn reported as dangerous had now been fenced off.

3 School Road – the Chairman reported that Planning Enforcement had visited the site and a retrospective application was to be submitted.

Correspondence from NCC seeking members’ views on the above scheme was circulated.  The accompanying questionnaire was completed.  There is no facility for Broadband in the Village Hall so this parish council cannot participate at this time.

HIGHWAY MATTERS
Council received a report that all matters previously reported have been passed to the appropriate authority.

Councillor Cullen advised council that he had met Mr Jon Barnard the new Highways Engineer and toured the parish to look at reported problems.   He outlined the remedial action to be taken on School Road and Church Road.

Church Road –Councillor D Jones reported that he had taken up the gritting matter with County Councillor R Rockcliffe.  He said the best he had achieved was that the Authority would consider including Church Road in next years’ programme.  He explained that he had been told that each village can have just one through road gritted but if conditions get very bad they will try to do Church Road. 

Church Road – Members were advised that residents were concerned that heavy transport using Church Road to access the village was causing nuisance.    The complaint was noted but it was decided that the vehicles had a legal right to travel along Church Road to reach their depot and it was not within the Parish Council’s remit to take issue with the company concerned.
