THE CRIME & DISORDER ACT S17 AND OTHER POLICE MATTERS 


Councillor R Jaggers reported that there is still a problem with the speed of vehicles travelling along High Road TCI.  It was suggested to him that he attend the next CAG meeting where he would have an opportunity to discuss his concerns with the Officers present.

Members were advised that methods to deal with the parking problems outside the shop on St Johns Road were still under consideration.

Council received a report that all matters previously reported have been passed to the Highways Department. 

Bagges/Badgers Row

Further correspondence from the Road Naming Officer was read out.  This claimed that most residents wished the name Badgers Row to be adopted.  The Clerk was asked to contact him and state that the parish council wished the historic name of Bagges Row to be retained.

Ramp outside 3 St Johns Road

Members were apprised of the response from Highways saying that it was unlikely that any improvement could be made to such a minor change in road level.   The Chairman agreed to contact Mr Simpson at Highways and ask to meet him on site to discuss the matter.

Speed Limit High Road TCI

The Ward Councillor reported that despite the results of recent speed checks the problem still existed.   The Chairman reported that he had driven through the village to evaluate the problem and had come to the conclusion that a 40/50 mile per hour limit from the village boundary to the fly-over might be appropriate.  He also said that he had noticed that passing places were mis-aligned.   He suggested that Highways be asked to take another look.    He reported that the 30mph sign at the pumping station end was partially obscured by trees as were the footway lights.  The Clerk reported that following an email from the Chairman,  Highways had already been advised of the findings and the householders concerned had already been asked to take action to clear the sign and footway lights.   It was decided that the cost of replacing the lantern on a damaged light should be passed on to the householder.

Garden House, Magdalen Road

It was reported that the hedge at the front of this empty property was overgrown.  The Clerk was asked to contact the owner and ask for remedial action to be taken.

Road Naming & Numbering

Notification of new house name – 53 Spice Chase now named ‘Foxgloves’.
