THE CRIME & DISORDER ACT S17 AND OTHER POLICE MATTERS 


Councillor D Jones advised members that surveys conducted along High Road, Tilney-cum-Islington had shown little or no speeding through the village.  Patrols and checks will continue.

The Chairman reported that he had had no success with regard to cones being placed outside the shop on St Johns Road.  He said that he had been informed by the police that cones were not permitted unless a risk assessment had been carried out.  Yellow lines also were not viable as the legislation needed was too expensive.  Councillor D Jones agreed to discuss alternative measures with PC Newnes.  

Councillor D Jones reported that the CCTV cameras in the village hall car park had recorded several ASB incidents and the culprits in some cases had been identified to the police who had taken appropriate action.   He said that the Football Club were considering installing their camera to cover the storage unit at the side of the hall that was not currently included in the surveillance scheme.

There was discussion over the unsatisfactory response available from the police 0845 number.  Councillor D Jones will report this problem at the next SNT meeting.

The latest schedule of Crime Statistics was circulated.

Councillor D Jones reminded members that the next CAG meeting was on the 9th October at Walsoken Village Hall.
