THE CRIME & DISORDER ACT S17 AND OTHER POLICE MATTERS

The following planning application was dealt with at the meeting:
i) 08/01742/F – 37 School Road – extension to bungalow – Mr T Dover. The Clerk explained that this application, originally determined for refusal by the council at an extra ordinary meeting held on Monday 18th August 2008, was now before the council again at the request of the Planning Officer responsible for dealing with the application because she believed that councillors had misjudged the actual size of the extension due to omissions in the plans to indicate that the majority of the new extension would be on the site of a double garage that had/was to be demolished.   After further discussion and in view of the explanation received, members withdrew their objections.    The Chairman voiced concerns that inaccurate/misleading plans were being submitted to the parish council for consideration only to be returned at a later date requesting the original decision to be changed.  He said that he would be taking this up with the authority.
